The Ministry of Justice and Citizens’ Freedoms (MJCF) has received financing from the World Bank toward the cost of Euros 110.0 million, and intends to apply part of the proceeds for consultant services. 
The overall objective of the assignment is to assist the Ministry of Justice and Citizens’ Freedoms in preparing of the enforcement of the criminal code, criminal procedure code, civil code and civil procedure code, by estimating the effects by institutional, human resources, budgetary and economical perspective. 

The services include:
1. Analyzing the draft codes, by comparison with the regulations in force, performing simulations and consulting the practitioners;

2. Identifying the changes implied by the new codes from institutional, human resources, fiscal/budgetary and economic perspectives;

3. Evaluating, in cooperation with human resources and economic experts, the human resources needs and the budgetary expenditure;

4. Formulate conclusions, proposals and any suggestions to the Romanian institutions/MJCF.
The Ministry of Justice and Citizens’ Freedoms through the Department for Implementation of Externally Financed Projects now invites eligible Consultants to indicate their interest in providing the services. The consultant retained for this assignment is expected to be a company or consortium solid expertise in the field of judicial reform, with a minimum 5 (five) years of demonstrated experience and with the ability to engage a multi-disciplinary team required for such a complex and time-bound assignment. The professional background of the consultants, led by a senior expert, needs to be in the following areas: 

· Demonstrated track record in conducting assessments on a similar scale in the judicial field;

· Relevant experience of conducting similar assessments in EU member states or candidate/potential candidate countries will be an advantage;

· Knowledge of the Romanian judiciary will be an advantage - it is recommended that at least one of each key expert be knowledgeable about the organization and structure of the Romanian judiciary, its reform and modernization achievements and challenges, and the political economy of judicial reforms and modernization in Romania.

Interested consultants must provide information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services (brochures, description of similar assignments in the last 5 years, experience in similar conditions, availability of appropriate skills among staff, etc.). Consultants may associate to enhance their qualifications. The association may take form of a joint venture or sub-consultancy. In case of a joint venture, the consultants will be evaluated jointly and separately for the purpose of short listing. Interested consultants should clearly indicate the structure of their association and the duties of the partners and sub-consultants in their application.
