The consultant retained for this assignment is expected to be a company or consortium that carries out training activities in the field of academic teaching or legal professional training, with a minimum of 5 years of practical experience in this area and with the ability to engage a multidisciplinary team. The professional background of the consultants, led by a senior expert, needs to be in the following areas: 

· experience in drafting teaching plans,
· experience in drafting manuals and course materials,
· experience in using modern train-the-trainer methods,

· knowledge of the Romania judiciary will be considered a plus, in this respect, it is highly recommended that at least one team member be familiar with the organization of the Romanian judiciary.

Interested consultants must provide information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services (brochures, description of similar assignments in the last 5 years, experience in similar conditions, availability of appropriate skills among staff, etc.). Consultants may associate to enhance their qualifications. The association may take form of a joint venture or sub-consultancy. In case of a joint venture, the consultants will be evaluated jointly and separately for the purpose of short listing. Interested consultants should clearly indicate the structure of their association and the duties of the partners and sub-consultants in their application.
